"Sheri Kurdakul is a domestic violence survivor, so she knows how hard it can be to

prove the systematic nature of abuse: often by the time someone gathers the

courage to report their abuser, they're trying to remember details of events that

are months or years old. This can make it challenging to build a case against

abusers and, unfortunately, many domestic violence cases are dismissed as a
result. To help make it easier for victims to document abuse, Kurdakul has created
an app called VictimsVoice, which records incidences of abuse in a way that's safe,

secure, and legally admissible."
